Using the control menu

The control menu is shown below. To
access the menu, press the MENU
button. Scroll through options with the ¥
(down) and A (up) buttons. Press ENTER to select an option.
To return to a higher level in the menu, press MENU. To exit the
menu, press and hold MENU or wait a few seconds.

The default menu settings are shown in bold.

DMX mode operation and settings

DMX channel mode (ChAR)

The Compact PAR Mini LED has 2 DMX modes that use 3 or 6
channels. The 3 channel mode provides color mixing with O-
100% control of each color; red, green, blue.

In 6-channel mode, the Compact PAR Mini LED provides
color mixing, 36 popular preset colors, full-range dimming, and
strobe effects. The DMX command tables list all functions and
their values.

To set 3 channel or 6 channel DMX mode:
Press MENU to enter the control menu.
Scroll to LhAR. Press ENTER to confirm.
Scroll to the desired mode: 3 Chorb Ch.
Press ENTER to save your selection.
DMX address (Addr)

A DMX controller uses either 3 or 6 DMX channels to control the
Compact PAR Mini LED. The DMX address is the first channel

used. If fixtures are set to 6 channel DMX mode and the first
fixture’s DMX address is set to 1, then it receives instructions on
DMX channels 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and 6. The next fixture could then
be set to a DMX address of 7.

For independent control, each fixture must have its own unique
control channels. For symmetric control, identical fixtures can be
set to the same DMX address.

Assign an address for the fixture on the DMX controller. Then set
that address on the Compact PAR Mini LED as follows:
1. Press MENU to enter the control menu.

2. Scroll to Addr. Press ENTER.
3. Scroll to the address that you assigned to the fixture.
Press ENTER to save the address.

DMX state (dfH)
The fixture runs in DMX mode whenever it receives DMX
signals. When there is no DMX signal, the fixture can be set to

run in Show Mode (5h0L), black out (bLLH), or hold the last
DMX values received (HoLd). For Show Mode operation, DMX
state must be set to SHol.

To select behavior when there is no DMX signal:

Select dfH in the control menu and press ENTER.

Select the desired behavior: SHol, bLCH, or Hol.d.
Press ENTER to save your selection.

Show mode operation and settings

Show mode lets you run a standalone light show without a DMX
controller. Shows can be triggered by sound, or automatically
triggered at eight speeds.

To enable Show Mode operation, set the DMX state setting
to SHal.

Show selection (5h0Y)

Four shows are available. To select a preprogrammed show:

Press MENU to enter the control menu.

1. Scroll to Sh3U and press ENTER.

2. Select 5h- and press ENTER.

3. Select a show from 5~ ! to 5~ Y, or select oFF to disable
Show Mode. Press ENTER.

Music trigger (Soln And 5En5)

The fixture’s built-in microphone triggers effect and color
changes in sync with music. To enable sound activation:

1. Select 5ot in the control menu and press ENTER.

2. Select on to enable sound activation or of F to disable it.
3. Press ENTER to save your selection.

To adjust microphone sensitivity for the volume of the music:
1. Turn on the music source and set it to the desired volume.

2. Select 58n5 in the control menu and press ENTER.
3. Press ¥ or A to decrease or increase the sensitivity level.
4. When the fixture responds as desired, press ENTER.

Auto trigger speed (5PBd)

To use auto trigger in Show Mode:

1. Turn off sound activation as described above.

2. Select 5h3U in the control menu and press ENTER.

3. Scrollto 5PEd. Press ENTER.

4. Select a trigger speed from 1 (slow) to 8 (fast). Press
ENTER.

Master/client mode operation and settings

Up to 32 Compact PAR Mini LEDs can be linked in a chain and
set to master/client operation, where the first Compact PAR
Mini LED in the chain is set to operate as the “master” that
controls the others. This provides synchronized operation
without a controller.

Note: There must be no more than one master in the chain.
Set all other connected fixtures to operate as clients.

To set the first fixture to be the master:

1. Enter the control menu and scroll to L5A7. Press ENTER.



2. Scroll to MASE. Press ENTER.
3. Set show mode options as described above.
To set other fixtures as clients:

1. Enter the control menu and scroll to L5A/. Press ENTER.

2. Scrollto uALS. Press ENTER.

Link the master and client fixtures in a chain, using DMX cable
to connect each fixture’s DMX OUT socket to the next fixture’s
DMX IN socket as described in the Safety and Installation Guide.

Other settings

LED display on/off (LEd)

To set the control panel’s LED display to be on all the time, or to
automatically sleep when not in use:

1. Selectd! 5F in the control menu and press ENTER.
2. SelectLEd and press ENTER.

3. Select on (display on) or ofFF (display off when not in use).
4. Press ENTER to save your selection.

LED display inversion (! nur)
To invert the control panel’s LED display for easier reading:

1. Selectd «5F in the control menu and press ENTER.
2. Selecti nur and press ENTER.

3. Select 5ES to invert the display.
4. Press ENTER to save your selection or MENU to escape.

Manual mode (MAnu)

Effects can be set from the control panel. To keep the effect
settings, do not exit the menu.

See the 6-channel mode DMX table for command values. To set
effects from the control panel:

Enter the control menu and scroll to AnU. Press ENTER.
Scroll to the color or effect to adjust. Press ENTER.

Press ¥ or A to specify a value from 0 to 255 for the effect.
Press ENTER to set the effect.

. Press MENU and repeat for the other colors or effects.

Auto test (EESE)

To test all of the fixture functions select tect and press ENTER.
Press MENU to exit the test routine.
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Fixture readouts
Hours: To display the fixture’s total operating hours select ®nPx
and press ENTER. Press MENU to exit.

Firmware: To display the firmware version number,
select wep and press ENTER. Press MENU to exit.

Settings reset
To return all user settings to the factory default values, select

~5E in the control menu. Press ENTER to confirm or MENU to
escape.

Remote control operation

The remote control works with all Compact PAR Mini LED
fixtures within range.

To operate the Compact PAR Mini LED with the remote control:

Verify that the fixture is not connected to a DMX controller.
Press MENU to enter the control menu.

1. Scroll to 5hJU and press ENTER.
Select 5h_ and press ENTER.

3. Select ofF to disable Show Mode. Press ENTER.
4. To execute commands, point the remote control towards the

front of the fixture and the press corresponding button. See
table below.

Replacing the wireless remote control battery

The wireless remote control uses a single CR 2025
coin/button/cell 3 V lithium battery. To replace the battery:

1. Depress the battery tray lock on the reverse of the remote
control and slide out the battery tray. Remove the old
battery.

2. Insert a fresh battery with the positive terminal towards the
back of the remote. A diagram on the remote control
indicates the correct orientation.

3. Align the battery tray to the remote control and re-insert the
tray ensuring that the locking mechanism is secure.

4. Dispose of used batteries in accordance with local
regulations.

If the coin/button/cell battery compartment does not close

securely, stop using the product and keep it away from children
